SEMPER FIDELIS .............    John Philip Sousa
At age 26 Sousa became conductor of the U.S. Marine Band, and has been quoted as saying: "A march should make a man with, a wooden leg step out." Of his 200 works, he always considered "Semper Fidelis" (Always Faithful) to be his best march. It was a favorite of Kaiser Wilhelm.
Not only did his music influence European composers such as Debussy, Ravel and Stravinsky, but his efforts caused American music to win world acclaim for the first time.
